Scientific Inquiry: Classify the food we eat; Map out and plan what to grow in our garden

DECEMBER: Pack Your Suitcase! 

Focus: Explore celebrations and traditions of a variety of cultures 

Math Discovery: #’s 7 & 8 and their cardinality; Left and Right; Measurement 
Letter Sound & Formation: L, I Colors: Silver, Gold 

Scientific Inquiry: Cooking: Collect & measure ingredients; Determine what is needed to 

complete a process (heat/cold/nothing) 

Cultural: 1st Day of Winter, Hanukkah, Christmas, Kwanzaa & Pajama Day! 

 
JANUARY: Space Explorers! 

Focus: Discover outer space; Fashion spacesuits; Construct spaceships 

Math Discovery: #’s 9 &10 and their cardinality; Explore position & proximity relationships 
Letter Sound & Formation: T, F, E Colors: Black, White 

Scientific Inquiry: Transform liquids and solids; Explore the properties of magnets (repel/attract) 

Cultural: The New Year, Russian Christmas, Martin Luther King Jr.’s Birthday, 

Celebrate our 100th Day of Learning, Black & White Day! 



FEBRUARY: Things That Go! 
Focus: Explore various means of transportation; Cause & Effect 

Math Discovery: #’s 11 &12 and their cardinality; Puzzles 
Letter Sound & Formation: H, B, R Color: Red 

Scientific Inquiry: Wheels & Gears; Discover how objects move 

Cultural: Chinese New Year, Ground Hog Day, Friendship Day, Indoor Wheels Day, 

Presidents’ Day, Red Day & Mardi Gras!

Focus: Discover a variety of ways to share a story; Begin to author and illustrate a book
